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The two binduswhite and red, are Shiva and Shakti, who in their secret mutual enjoyment are now expanding and
now contracting...the Sun is Kama, which is so called because of its desirableness; and Kala is the two bindus which
are Moon and Fire.Kamakalavilasa

This mandala represents the enclosing walls or fence of the zonule of a
practitioner. The three lines of the earthsquare of Shri Yantra each has a set
of subsidiary aspects or slimbs of the goddess.

On the outer line are the eight World Protectors (baltas), the guardian

spirits of the directions and intermediate points. On the middle line are

eight Siddhi Shaktis identified with the senses. On the inner line are eight
Shaktis ruling desire, anger, envy, delusion, greed, jealousy, virtue and
vice. Theyare the eight matrikas or little mothers. These Shaktis are
collectively known as the Obvious Ones (Prakata Yoginis).

The Shaktis in this circle are known as the Hidden Ones. The whole
mandala of 16 petals is called 'Fulfiller of Desire'. The pregithnm of the
red devi is Tripureshi. Her vidya is Aim Klim Sauh. She is described as
ornamented with all gems, carrying a book and a rosary. The 16 yoginis in
this mandala are associated with the attainment of desires by the cultivation
or strengtheningfgpower over mind, ego, sound, touch, sight, taste, smell,

e, Af { and physical body. They are described as the Nityakalas. Each holds noose,

A‘ﬂ.\fy/# goad, pot full of nectar, and makes the siggiving. They are very red.

The Shaktis in this mandala are called the Very Secret Yoginis. The whole
circle of eight petals is called the 'All Exciting Cakra'. Presiding here is
Tripura Sundari. She is described as swaying because of Her love
intoxicated state, with Her eyes full of bliss. She smiles with passion. She
shows the mudras dispelling fears and granting boons. The eight Shaktis in
each of the eight petals of the mandala are described as Shaktis of Speech,
Holding, Walking, Excreting, Pleas; Abandoning, Concentration and
Detachment. They are described as sapphire blue, holding noose, goad,




dispelling fear, and holding blue lotus. Their names (Ananga Madana etc) all convey terms of loving sexuality.
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This mandala is called 'The Cakra Bestowing All Good Fortune'. The
Yoginis are called 'Concealed by Tradition'. The presiding form of the devi
is Tripura Vasini. She is very red and very beautiful. Fourteen Shaktis of
the triangles are associated with tiéef nadis or currents of bioenergy.

They are described as being proud, wanton, young, colour of cochineal,
ornamented with gems, holding noose, goad, mirror, winecup full of nectar.
They are the Arkashanis or Attractors. Here we move from the petdls of t
flower into the 43 triangles of Shri Yantra, formed from the four fires and
the five shaktis.

This mandala is called 'The Cakra Bestowing All Objects to the Sadhaka'.
The Shaktis are called the Kula Kaul&be presiding aspect is Tripura

Shri. She is as effulgent as 1000 rising suns, adorned with celestial
ornaments, with large rising breasts, holding book and rosary, dispelling
fears and granting boons. The 10,Shaktis in the, triangles are described as
having thrilled faces, halding/noose, and goad and adorned/with) various
crystal‘and heavenly‘gems. These‘are the-Yoginis of'the 10-vital'breaths.
The gem is pearl. The dhatu is semen. The time is lunar day (tithi). The
mudra is called the All Intoxicating withove. The nature is sun of sun.

The mandala is called 'The Cakra Protecting All'. The Yoginis are called
Without Origin. The presiding aspect of Lalita is Tripura Malini. She holds
noose and goad, dispels fear, and holds a skull. She is of vermilion
brightness. Her Shaktis are the colour of 1000 rising suns, adorned with
pearls and gems, holding noose, chisel, and showing the gestures of
knowledge, and giving boons. They are the Shaktis of the 10 Vital fires.
The gem is emerald. The dhatu is Marr@le time is Lunar Fortnight.

The Mudra is the Great Goad. The nature is moon of sun. Here Tripura is
garlanded in her red flowers, also equated with the blood of

menstruation. See Yoni Tantra.
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The eight triangle mandala is called 'The Cakra DestgogihDisease'.

The yoginis are known as the Secret or Rahasya yoginis. The presiding
aspect of the Red Goddess is Tripura Siddha, She is described as the
Destroyer of Poison. Her yoginis are the colour of pomegranate flowers,
wearing red clothes, smearefith red scent, each carrying five arrows and

a how. These Shaktis are the rulers of Cold, Heat, Happiness, Sorrow,
Desire, and the three Gunas Sattvas, Rajas, Tamas. They are also called the
eight Vasinis. The gem is diamond (Vajra). The time is month.NMbdra

is Khecari Mudra. The nature is fire of moon.
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The central triangle mandala is called 'The Cakra Giving All Success'. The
Yoginis are called Very Secret. Lalita dwells here as Tripura ABba.is

also known as Sampatprada Bhairavi, coppery effulgent, like 1000 suns,
with three eyes, a face like the moon, adorned with white gems, with a
beautiful figure, rising swelling breasts, intoxicated, wanton, young, proud,
holding book, dispelling feaholding a rosary and granting boons. Her
three Shaktis are called Lady of Lust (Kameshvari), Adamantine Lady
(Vajreshi), and Flowery Vagina (Bhagamalini). Kamesvarl is called the
Rudra Shakti. She is white in colour, besmeared with ash, adorned with
peals and crystal, and various other gems, holding book, rosary, bestowing
boons and dispelling fear. Vajresi is the Visnu Shakti. She is bright as red
powder (Kumkuma), adorned with-flowers and gems, like the dawn sun.
Her eyelids are/smeared with sappliitst, She holds sugarcane haw,

flowery-arrows, ‘bestows boons, 'dispels fear. Bhagamalini is the Brahma Shakti-’She is ‘effulgent'as'molten gold,
adorned with priceless gems, holds noose, goad, and shows the gestures of knowledge and bestowing boons.

The Yogini in
this mandala is the Queen of Queens, the Very Red One, Her
Transcendent Majesty Lalita Maheshvari.

The nature of the mandala is moon of moon
Here too iKamakala, the combined red, white and mixed bindus and the
ultimate secret of Shri Shri Mahatripurasundari Devi. Here she sits in
sexual union with Mahakameshvara, a form of Shri Mahadeva.

Khadgamala is a hymn or Mantra maala which invokes Sri Mahatripurasundari along with all her
Avarana Devatas. It is a very powerful sookshma invocation of Devi. Sri Sahasranama stothra &
Naamavali (LS) Sri Lalita Trishati and Sri Shuddha Mala - these are considered to be an absolute
must for a Srividya Upasaka.

By chanting this Mantra maala in times which make detailed Navavarana puja not possible,
complete fruit of performing Navavarana is assured to the Sadhaka who simply chants this Mantra
maala. Mantra mahodhathi or Several scriptures have dealt with this immensely powerful and
important Mantra, Tantraraja Tantra, Vamakeshwara Tantra, Rudra-yamalaa (listed in
http://www.64tantras.com/64thantra.php)

There are many types and levels of worship of the Devi(s) of the Sri Chakra. The Khadgamala is the
simplest way. It is simply reciting the names of all the Devis of the Sri Chakra. The following is the
sequence in which the names should be recited. It is very good for all round protection and progress.
If recited when you are tired and exhausted, it is an excellent rejuvenator of the body, mind and the
soul.

Khadga means a sword and mala means a garland. Sword cuts the head, separating body from
mind. It can be interpreted also as wisdom, which separates, categorizes, and classifies. So itis a
symbol of knowledge. Khadgamala is about imagining a garland of ideas, nourishing and protecting
them and putting life into them.

The Divine mother Life imagined that there should be time, and time came to be. She chose to be
the space, the womb, in which time can move. Time and space going in whirls make matter. Time
and space also provided the ground for vibrations of energy in the form of light. Light preserves the



present moment. The light was Sarasvati. Time - space - matter was classified by Her great will into
life, sky, air, fire, water and earth and their properties in seed form. The Divine Mother imagined 14

stable worlds in an atom, and 14 worlds in cosmos. Then she felt this was enough and put a sphere
around it.

So far the creation had all the richness of variety, forms of Lakshmi, but there was no action because
time was like space refusing to move. Everything was light. She created a great movement to time.
Then time began to flow making all motions possible. She made the earth to move around the sun
making years and moon around earth making the lunar month. Only if Life is coupled to time any
form of experience can occur. Two examples illustrate this. 1. We have life but we don't feel flowing
time in sleep. 2. We have no life but time is flowing. In both these cases there is no experience. So
life has to be in continuous union with flowing time in order to have any experience. Sometimes Life
would separate from time and then there would be no experience but rest.

Then she limited the fields of cosmic awareness making an individual. The individual separated from

cosmos and said," | am so and so and these are mine and these are not mine." There was fear and

desire about what is not mine. If | did not get what | wanted, | felt helpless, angry and needed power.

If | get the desired object | was greedyandwouldn ot | et it go. | deluded into
without it. I had the pride that | had it, and nobody else had it. | was jealous that others had things |

did not have. | was worried what | had would go away. All these passions: fear, desire, anger,

greed, attachment, delusion, pride, jealousy, spring from the original separation of myself from the

world.

| was worried that | would die, and how can | go on after my life? | discovered food for extending my
life. | discovered also that | could create new life forms through pleasure. So, sex was like hunger,
nourishing my need to extend my self beyond death. The Divine Mother took the form of Kundalini
and chose birth channel as her coiled abode ready to uncoil and strike to transcend life and realizing
my potential to be a cosmic being in space and time, before creation of life.

The Khadgamala is the equation I=World=Beyond. Regular practice protects you, nourishes you,
and takes you beyond. It fulfils all wishes, more than you desire, instantly. Therein lies its power.

How should you practice Khadgamala? As you are reciting each name, a portion of Sri Chakra
should spring up in your imagination. The power comes from intensifying concentration to visualize
the form, hear the sound, feel the touch, taste, and smell of the divine perfume of the goddess
manifesting that part of the ever youthful Goddess. You can sit in front of SRI MAHA MERU of
Vennavasal, Koradacheri, Tiruvarur dist, Tamilnadu, or Devipuram or any one among 51peeths in
this Bharatha continent . The Goddess loves fun. She is deeply in love with You, making You Siva,
merging with LAYA, LEELA.
